In a little while we will receive the Lord in the  
Eucharist.  The Lord is here when two or more gather in his name.  The 
Lord is near to us always, by virtue of our baptism.  Right now, the Lord is 
here in the form of God’s word.  Warmed by the Lord’s presence, let us lis-
ten for his voice in the words of scripture.
